Launched in March 2024, this charter, aimed at all socio-professionals who sign up to the scheme, is
based on a set of general principles designed to guarantee residents and visitors a high level of
service quality and thus enhance their satisfaction.

Preserving the Mediterranean

The first underwater eco-museum in the Mediterranean and in France is in Cannes! Created by
artist Jason deCaires Taylor, the 6 submerged underwater sculptures on the southern tip of the Ile
Sainte-Marguerite are helping to bring back flora and fauna to an area that was severely degraded
several decades ago. In keeping with its commitment to the environment, Cannes has now taken
another step forward by hosting one of the largest Posidonia restoration projects in France.
Spearheaded by the NaturDive association, the PRIME1 program involves replanting 3,000 m2 of
Posidonia meadows over a three-year period in the no-sailing zone that houses the Cannes
Ecomuseum.
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
